Thisbook really gets you inside the head of the main
character, and even if you d o n decessarily identify
with her personality, i t 8asy to start feeling her
emotions and to feel happy for her when things start
going her way. This book would be great for
someone who likes a realistic read with lots of real
emotions in it, but who also likesto think of the world
as maybe being a bit more than it seems, and
believing that things c a n @livays be explained by
looking at the world from a purely scientific outlook .
