Finch, played
by Gregory Peck, takes on the case of an innocent
black man accused of a horrendous crime; the
story that follows addresses important questions of
racial intolerance, poverty, judgement and duty.

Graced with a number of wonderful and significant
subplots, the fiim is a masterful example of a
coming-of-age tale about honour and maturity;
beautifully acted and a joy to behold. Well worth a
waftch.

World News : The Passing of Seamus Heaney

The literary world is mourning the loss of celebrated
Irish poet and Nobel Prize winner Seamus Heaney,
who sadly died last week.

The beloved wordsmith shot to fame in 1966 with the
publication of his first major collection, Death of a
Naturalist . The volume received significant critical
acclaim and marked the beginning of a very
successful career.

A string of popular publications followed, cementing
He a n e ngpusation as the greatest Irish poet since
WB Yeats. His work about the froubles in Northern
Ireland has been described as a source of wisdom
and comfort to many.

As well as a genius with pen-in-hand, Seamus Heaney
was known by friends and fans as a warm and
generous man, who will be remembered as much for
his kindness as his work.
