Ms Hartnett : This is one  of  my  absolute  favourite  books  

and  ever  since  we  got  it in this week,  itõs barely  

stayed  on  the  shelves so apparently  BDA students  

agree  with  me!   

 

This is a book  about  August  ð an  amazing  character  

you  canõt help  but  warm  to  ð and  most  of  the  story is 

told  from  his perspective . Auggie  is an ordinary  10 

year  old  boy  who  has never  been  to  school  before  ð 

he has been  home -schooled  mostly  because  of  his 

disfigured  face : 

 

'My  name  is August . I won't  describe  what  I look  like. 

Whatever  you're  thinking,  it's probably  worse .' 

 

The book  is all  about  him starting  school,  about  what  

itõs like to  look  different,  but  feel  the  same,  and  

peopleõs responses to  the  way  Auggie  looks. Wonder  

is at  times  quite  hard  to  read,  as it feels so realistic  ð 

but  it can  be  hilarious  and  heart -warming  all  at  once . 

I love  the  fact  that  parts  of  the  story are  told  from  

other  perspectives  too  as it adds  real  depth . Some 

chapters  are  from  his new  friendsõ perspectives,  and  

some  from  Auggieõs sister who  doesnõt see his face  as 

disfigured  anymore,  but  is still aware  that  heõs 

different,  and  even  an  embarrassment . 

 

This is a  book  for  people  who  like realistic  characters,  

moving  stories and  arenõt afraid  to  read  a  book  that  

might  make  them  cry . The story is somewhat  dark  

and  always  emotional,  but  I highly  recommend  you  

try this book!

Mr Whitlock : The theme  of  this week  is AWE and  the  

scripture  to  go  with  this is based  on  Luke 23: 33-43 

which  tells the  story of  when  Jesus was crucified  at  the  

place  called  Skull.   

 

The first thing  about  this account  which  takes  me  by  

awe  is that  hundreds  of  years earlier,  a  Prophet  called  

Isaiah  predicted  this event  wi th  Jesus saying : òHe 

poured  out  his life unto  death  and  was numbered  with  

the  transgressorsó (Isaiah  53:12).  This was amazing  

considering  Jesus was crucified  between  two  

criminals .   

 

The next  thing  I stand  in awe  about  this account  is 

when  I read  Jesus said : òFather forgive  them,  for  they  

know  not  what  they  doó. He was referring  to  both  the  

Jews and  the  Romans,  but  beyond  this his forgiveness  

extends  to  the  whole  of  humanity  ð this includes  you  

and  me!    

 

The third  thing  I stand  in awe  about  is how  hundreds  of  

years before,  an  ancestor  of  Jesus called  King David  

wrote  this down  in a  song : òThey divide  my  clothes  

among  them  and  cast  lots for  my  garmentó. In the  

Roman  era,  the  clothes  of  a  crucified  person  were  

given  to  those  who  carried  out  the  execution . King 

David  was predicting  this event  too!    

 

 

The fourth  thing  I stand  in awe  of  is when  Jesus, the  

innocent  Son of  God,  had  very  quickly  captured  

the  attention  of  one  of  the  criminals  who  asked  

Jesus to  remember  him when  he enters  paradise . 

He looked  into  the  eyes of  Jesus and  was  

immediately  awestruck .   

 

The final  thing  I stand  in awe  of  is this paradise  Jesus 

talks about  when  he says to  the  criminal  òtoday you  

will be  with  meó. Paradise  literally  means  ògardenó 

in Persian which  is where  the  righteous  dead  will go .
