early age - dismantling his cot as a
toddler and later rigging up an electric
alarm to keep his younger siblings out of
his room — and went on to study for a
degree in electrical engineering and
computer science. Jez now ranks at
number 17 on the Forbes list of billionaires.

Larry Page

GO

Larry studied computer engineering
before co-founding Google with maths
and computer science graduate Sergey
Brin. Their genius idea, early on in the
evolution of the internet, was to create an
algorithm based on the relevance of the
back links that connected one web page
to another — enabling the development
of a far superior search engine. Today,
Google has a 65 per cent share of the
global online search market.

James Dyson

With degrees in both engineering and
furniture design under his belt, James
Dyson came up with the world’s first
bagless vacuum cleaner, which works on
the principle of cyclonic separation.
Having failed to sell his idea to the major
manufacturers, he launched his own
company which now employs over 4,000
people worldwide.
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James has also invented the Ballbarrow (an
ingenious wheelbarrow with  the wheel
replaced with a ball) and the Airblade hand
dryer (which ‘scrapes’ the hands dry with a jet
of air): as he puts it, ¥l just want things to work
properly.”

Mukesh Ambani

The Chairman, Managing Director and
largest shareholder of Reliance Industries
Ltd, Mukesh is the richest person in India
and the 19" richest in the world. Studying
for a degree in chemical engineering
helped Mukesh to build Reliance, which
specialises in refining, petrochemicals, oil
and gas.

Baba Kalyani
—

Baba is chairman and managing director
of Bharat Forge, the flagship company of
the Kalyani Group, which is the world’s
second largest forgings manufacturer. He
studied mechanical engineering before
joining the company, where he pioneered
the export of car components from India to
China. To give you an idea of what he's
achieved, every second heavy fruck
manufactured in the US features a ‘Made
by Bharat Forge, India’ front axle beam.

Carlos Slim

With a degree in civil engineering, Slim was
ranked as the richest person in the world
from 2010 to 2013. He owns the Spanish
conglomerate Grupo Carso which has
interests in the fields of communication,
technology retailing and finance.
