A Monster Calls — By Patrick Ness

This book is one of the best | have read all
year; | really loved it and couldn't stop
reading it.

It tells to story of Connor, a young boy who
is feeling isolated at school because of
family circumstances at home. His Mum is
dying of cancer, though the book itself
never states that explicitly, and watching
him go through the agony of taking care of
himself when his mum is too exhausted to
look after him, watching him push away his
one friend at school, and relish the
negative attention of bullies is both heart-
breaking and fascinating to read.

Connor is visited by a Monster who comes
to call — as the fitle tells you — at 12.07 at
night. The Monster initially seems puzzled by
Connor’'s lack of fear, but Connor has
enough to fear in his real life. The Monster
will tell Connor 3 stories, and then Connor
must tell his own, hidden tale, one that he is
desperate to keep a secret.

This is not a light-hearted book, or even an
especially funny one, but it is incredibly
compelling and once you start reading it,
you can't stop. For those who like
bittersweet, emotional stories.
