Make sure you
are ABSOLUTELY certain that you know
what to revise. Give yourself short times off
during revision: its not a good idea to revise
every waking moment but your personal life

does need to take a back seat for a
while.  Use textbooks, notes and your
exercise books: the internet can be a
distraction. If you do need web power,
only use frusted sites such as the BBC. Eat
properly and sleep well. Drink plenty of

water!
Revision techniques are mnemonics,
making cue cards, spider diagrams,

highlighting text, teaching your mum or
dad about a topic: find your best way to
learn and recall information.

Good luck, or as we say at Ark BDA, good
preparation!

Sabriel - by Garth Nix

Sabriel is a very difficult book to describe to
someone but it is also brilliant. It tells the
story of a teenage gil who has an
adventure in a magical kingdom. The quest
is on the same epic scale as those found in
classic fantasy novels like Lord of the Rings
and the Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe
and the story is almost as good!

The adventure begins when an undead
creature attacks Sabriel's boarding school
in Ancelstierre, which is like England in the
1950s. She soon learns that her father has
gone missing while in the neighbouring
country. This Old Kingdom is a strange world
filled with danger and magical creatures. It
is up to Sabriel to travel to this land and
save her father before it is too late.

The story that follows is action packed with
Sabriel fighting the undead both in the
world of the living and in the kingdom of
death, which Sabriel has the ability to enter.
These fight scenes are fantastically written
and there are some great supporting
characters including the evil Kerrigor, who is
like a scarier version of Harry Potter's Lord
Voldemort!

This is a brilliant novel and a great example
of high fantasy! It will be loved by fans of
authors like J. R. R. Tolkien, C. S. Lewis and J.
K. Rowling.
