The most recent talk that we have had the
pleasure of witnessing (in the KS5 Visiting
Speaker scheme) was given by Soleta
Rogan from Rogan Productions . Rogan
Productions was formed by husband and
wife, Soleta and James Rogan in 2013.

The overall philosophy of the company is to
produce raw documentaries which aim to
shine the light on particular individuals so a
different side of the story is shown and
communicated (from what we might see in
the mainstream media .

On their website they talk about how they
are ôpassionateabout making films that tell
extraordinary stories in extraordinary ways .
At the heart of every film, whether for
broadcast or for one of our commercial
clients, is an engaging, unique, cinematic
experience .'

A week before Soleta came in, we also had
the pleasure of listening to the star of ôThe
Refugee Diariesõ,Thaer Batal . Rogan
Productions were the film makers who
encouraged and produced this BBC 3
Series.

It was enlightening to hear Soleta talking
about it as we got to see and understand
why they chose to do a story on Thaer, a
Syrian refugee . Soleta explained at the talk
that their main focus is to achieve a positive
end goal and make the world a better
place .

By shining the light on Thaer and his story
the company were able to show people
the struggle refugees like Thaer have to go
through in order to find stability .
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The short series is very moving, and as things
slowly start moving in the right way for Thaer
(by getting accepted to Westminster
University), the documentary really captures
it, and itõsvery beautiful .

Soleta also explained the importance of
advertisement and how the media is
constantly expanding onto many new and
diverse platforms and the complications this
brings for documentary -making companies .
She explained that for each different media
platform the company has to learn to
adapt itself in order to reach the largest
audience .

Overall, the talk was very educational and
touched on my different aspects, such as
Media, Film/Documentary Production,
Advertisement, Individual Stories and
Positivity.
